Canadaôs new Knowledge Infrastructure Program is a two-
year, $2-billion economic stimulus measure to support 
improvements at post-secondary institutions across Canada 

 

Through the Program, universities, colleges, publicly funded 
polytechnic schools, institutes of technology and CEGEPs 
receive support for deferred maintenance, repair and 
expansion projects on much-needed infrastructure. 
 
These investments are part of the stimulus package 
announced in the January 2009 Economic Action Plan, which 
included $5.1 billion for science and technology initiatives. 
These investments aim to improve the competitiveness of the 
Canadian economy, and the quality of life for Canadians. 
 
The following joint federal-provincial funds have already been 
committed to projects at our schools in Fort McMurray -

In these challenging economic times, the governments of 
Canada and Alberta are working together to create jobs and 
build stronger and brighter futures for Alberta communities.

On May 21st, the governments of Canada and Alberta 
announced more than $227 million in joint funding for 73 
projects in Alberta communities.
